MECCAward 2007 Declaration
In the Name of Allah, the Most Compassionate, the Most Merciful

With the invitation of his Excellency Dr. Nahavandian, president of Iran Chamber of Commerce, Industry, and Mines, also secretary general of Islamic Chamber Research and Information Center, and also president of MECCAward respectful delegates from Islamic chambers, embassies, best companies, ICCI, and IDB convened in Tehran, Iran to celebrate the launch of Muslim Excellence and Competitiveness Corporations’ Award on 12th of August 2007. The timing of this launch had the blessing to coincide with the occasion of Mab'ath, the divine appointment of the holy prophet of rahmat to prophethood. 
The mission of this award is to act as the driving force for business excellence among Muslim companies throughout the world. In the course of this award the following objectives are expected to be achieved:

1. To enhance the efficiency and effectiveness of Muslim corporations and organizations. 

2. To take advantage of the Muslim countries potentials to develop and advance the culture of excellence.

3. To encourage organizations to conduct self-assessment, utilizing experiences of successful Muslim corporations in order to identify their own strengths as well as areas for improvement.

4. To improve Muslim corporations competitiveness in international business and to increase their competence and compatibility with global markets.

5. To improve quality and productivity levels and to achieve sustainable economic success, in the economies of Muslim countries.
6. To identify and honor the excellent Muslim corporations.

Two corporations, IMIDRO (Iranian Mines and Mining Industries Development and Renovation Organization) and IEI (Iran Electronics Industries) supported MECCAward at the founder level. The founders will have an active role in MECCAward such as membership in the steering committee and experts committee. The governance board welcomes and highly emphasizes on participation of excellent and competitive Muslim corporations to become founders of MECCAward. This will keep this award aligned with the vision of the excellent Muslim corporations. 
MECCAward’s governance board acknowledges the support of OIC and Islamic governments for this award but insists on support of the Chambers of Commerce in Islamic countries and in particular ICCI as representatives of the private sector. Such support could be in the form of promotion of the award, introduction of award winners, and presentation of business opportunities to them. This support will safeguard the credibility and value of this award. 
MECCAward recognizes and appreciates the contribution of the sponsors whose financial contribution allowed this idea to flourish and materialize and the assessors who played a major role in knowledge transfer and exchange of experience which contributed to the scientific aspect of MECCAward 2007. 
In the first year that this award is launched sixteen corporations were nominated by their respective National Quality Awards or Chambers of Commerce in OIC member states. From these sixteen corporations six were selected and accepted to be assessed. This selection was made in order to test run and fine-tune the award in the launching phase. Therefore it has been decided to recognize and honor the nominees of the first year as inaugurators of MECCAward. 
The honorable guests of this ceremony are envisioned as messengers of MECCAward in their countries and organizations. The promotion of this award should become a mission of each and every Muslim to bring about the excellence of Muslims worldwide. 
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
